Spelling challenges in Key Stage 1
[bookmark: _GoBack]This year in Key Stage 1, we are working hard to help the children learn to spell the common exception words as set out in the National Curriculum. To do this we have created a spelling challenge. There are different levels within our challenge we begin at bronze level, which has 10 steps to move through, they then progress to silver step, which has 14 steps. To move through the steps your child needs to spell correctly every word in the step, if they make any errors they repeat the same spellings in the following week. If a word has a capital letter on the spelling list, it is important that your child spells the word with a capital letter in their weekly spelling test.
